OVERVIEW OF STUDIES / STUDIENUBERBLICK

An Ecclesiastical Faculty in Trumau

The International Theological Institute (ITT) is an ecclesiastic-
al faculty for the study of Catholic theology as a unified whole.
Within that whole, particular additional attention is devoted to
the theme of marriage and the family.

In the academic year 2010/2011, 68 students (including 9 ex-
traordinary students) from 20 countries have been registered.

In the academic year 2011/2012, 78 students (including 5 ex-
traordinary students) from 22 countries have been registered:
36 women and 42 men; 67 lay (17 married) and 11 clerical (of
which 1 priest and 10 seminarians); 17 Eastern Catholics and
61 Roman Catholics.

Countries represented: Australia, Austria, Belarus, Canada,
China, Czech Republic, Georgia, Germany, Hungary, India,
Ireland, Lithuania, Mexico, Myanmar, the Netherlands, Nige-
ria, Philippines, Romania, Slovakia, Ukraine, United Kingdom,
USA.

ITI grants four degrees recognized by the Holy See.

DEGREES IN THEOLOGY
o Magister of Sacred Theology (Sacrae Theologiae Magister, STM).

A ten semester theology program (four to six semesters
for applicants with a US Bachelor) for the first academic
degree in theology (equivalent to the Canonical Baccalau-
reate in Sacred Theology, STB). It is fully recognized as a
masters (Magister Theologiae) by the State of Austria.

o Licentiate in Sacred Theology (Sacrae Theologiae Licentiatus,
STL). A four semester program for the canonical licen-
tiate in sacred theology.

o Doctor in Sacred Theology (Sacrae Theologiae Doctor, STD). A
program of at least four semesters for the canonical doc-
torate in sacred theology.

OTHER PROGRAMS

o Master of Studies on Marriage and the Family (Magister in Studiis
de Matrimonio et Familia, MMF). A four semester profes-
sional, graduate program designed to introduce students
to the Catholic understanding of marriage and the family
in its context.

o Studinm Generale. A two semester program of a broad and
classical academic formation from a humanistic and
Catholic perspective.

Eine Kirchliche Hochschule in Trumau

Das Internationale Theologische Institut (ITT) ist eine kirchliche
Hochschule fiir das Studium der katholischen Theologie als einheit-
liches Ganzes. Innerhalb dieses Ganzen wird das Thema von Ehe
und Familie zusatzlich besonders studiert.

Im akademischen Jahr 2010/2011 wurden 68 Studierende (darunter
9 auBerordentliche Studierende) aus 20 Lindern inskribiert.

Im akademischen Jahr 2011/2012 wurden 78 Studierende (darunter
5 auflerordentliche Studierende) aus 22 Lindern inskribiert; 36 Frau-
en und 42 Minner; 67 Laien (17 verheiratet) und 11 Kleriker (darun-
ter 1 Priester und 10 Seminaristen); 17 Ost katholisch und 61 r6-
misch katholisch.

o Lizentiat in Theologie (Sacrae Theologiae Licentiatus, STL). Vier Se-
mester Studium der Theologie zum Erlangen des kanonischen
Lizentiats in Theologie.

o Doktoratsstudium der Theologie (Sacrae Theologiae Doctor,
STD).

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The Seven Principles of the I'TI

THE WORD OF GOD AS CENTER: As the inspired Word
of God, Scripture as the Church receives it stands at the
center of the curriculum. All other coutses are ordered to
unfolding its meaning.

AD FONTES, EAST AND WEST: The Curriculum has its
point of departure in the primary sources written by the
great masters of the theological tradition, from the Fa-
thers of the Church to the present age. It draws on the
theological tradition of the East as well as of the West,
seeking in this way to “breathe with both lungs of the
Church.” The Greek Fathers and St. Thomas Aquinas are
particularly important points of reference.

PEDAGOGY: Teachers and students actively collaborate in
pursuing the understanding of the Church’s faith through
the reading and guided discussion of the masters. Care is
taken that students truly prepare the texts and that suffi-
cient room is given to student participation to develop
the virtues of active and responsible reading and thinking,.

THEOLOGY IN ITS UNITY: Foregoing premature spe-
cialization, the Curriculum seeks to unfold theology out
of its inner unity, in conformity with its essence as a sci-
entific reflection of the faith of the Church. The Cur-
riculum is ordered around the central mysteries of the
faith: the Trinity, the Incarnation, grace, justification, the
Church, etc. All particular questions are addressed in the
light of these central mysteries.

THEOLOGICAL RATIONALE: The rationale of studies at
ITT is theological throughout. Both the sequence of se-
mesters and the composition of courses in each semester
are shaped in accord with the above mentioned unity to
allow for a systematic building up of the parts of theolo-
gy. When questions usually classified with other fields
(philosophy, psychology, sociology) are discussed, they
are discussed for the sake of theology and in an order re-
quired by theology.

PRIMACY OF THE THEOLOGICAL QUESTION: Historical-
critical investigations are a necessary aspect of the study
of sources. Such investigations, however, find their inner
completion only in the propetly theological question,
What is the truth of the matter?

ABOVE ALL, CHARITY: Theology stands under the rule of
the new commandment and exists for the sake of union
with the One whose love for us we come more deeply to
understand. It is therefore studied and taught at the heart
of his Church.

DAS WORT GOTTES ALS ZENTRUM: Als das inspirierte
Wort Gottes steht die Schrift wie die Kirche, sie rezipiert,
im Zentrum des Lehrplans. Alle anderen Seminare sind
auf die Entfaltung ihrer Bedeutung hingeordnet.

AD FONTES. QUELLEN, OST UND WEST: Das Cutticulum
hat seinen Ausgangspunkt in den Quellen der groen
Meister der theologischen Tradition von den Kirchenvi-
tern bis zur Gegenwart. Er schopft aus den theologischen
Traditionen des Ostens wie des Westens. I'TI sucht “mit
beiden Lungen der Kirche zu atmen.” Die griechischen
Kirchenviter und Thomas von Aquin sind dabei von be-
sonderer Bedeutung.

PADAGOGIK: Durch Lesen und gefithrte Diskussion der
Texte der Meister reflektieren Professoren und Studenten
gemeinsam den Glauben der Kirche. Es wird Sorge ge-
tragen, dass Studenten die Texte witklich vorbereiten und
dass ihrer aktiven Teilnahme gentigend Raum geboten
wird um die Fihigkeiten des aktiven und verantwortli-
chen Lesens und Denkens zu fordern.

THEOLOGIE IN THRER GANZHEIT: Das Curticulum sucht
verfrithte Spezialisierung zu meiden und die Theologie
aus ihrer inneren Ganzheit gemif3 ihrem Wesen als wis-
senschaftliche Reflexion des Glaubens der Kirche zu ent-
falten. Der Lehrplan ist um die zentralen Geheimnisse
des Glaubens (Trinitit, Inkarnation, Gnade, Rechtferti-
gung, Kirche, etc.) geordnet. Alle Detailfragen werden im
Licht dieser zentralen Geheimnisse behandelt.

THEOLOGISCHES ORDUNGSPRINZIP: Die Ratio des Stu-
diums am Institut ist durchwegs theologisch. Die Abfolge
der Semester wie auch die Zusammenstellung der Kurse
in jedem Semester werden nach dieser Ganzheit gestaltet.
Wenn Fragen erértert werden, die konventionell als ver-
schiedenen Gebieten zugehdrig klassifiziert werden (Phi-
losophie, Psychologie, Soziologie), so werden sie um der
Theologie willen und in einer von der Theologie selbst
verlangten Ordnung erdrtert.

PRIMAT DER THEOLOGISCHEN FRAGE: Historisch-kriti-
sche Forschung ist ein notwendiger Aspekt solch quel-
lenorientierter Studien. Sie findet ihre innere Erfillung
aber nur in der eigentlich theologischen Frage: Was ist die
Wahrheit der Sache?

UBER ALLES, DIE LIEBE: Die Theologie steht unter der
Regel des ,,neuen Gebotes™ und hat ihr Ziel in der Ein-
heit mit Gott, dessen Liebe wir als Theologen besser ver-
stehen wollen. Sie muss aus diesem Grund im Herzen
seiner Kirche studiert und gelehrt werden.

Finances

The total per student cost, including tuition, room, and
board depends mainly on two factors: 1) income situation of
the student and his/her family; 2) country of residence. The
admissions committee however chooses students for admis-
sion primarily on academic grounds. Once a student is cho-
sen for admission, ITT is committed to making studies fi-
nancially possible for that student.

Regardless of financial or academic standing, all students are
expected to contribute a reasonable amount of their time to
assist with the maintenance of the chapel, student resi-
dences, library and other facilities.

STM - MAGISTER OF SACRED THEOLOGY
(SACRAE THEOLOGLAE MAGISTER)

e Degeription: The STM program is a program toward the
first academic degree in Theology, equivalent to the Ca-
nonical Baccalaureate in Theology (cf. Sapientia Christi-
ana, Constitution 72; Norms 51). It is fully recognized
as a masters (Magister Theologiae, Mag. theol.) by the
State of Austria.

e Prerequisite for those entering at semester 1: Matura, Ab-
itur or equivalent pre-university degtree.

e Prerequisite for US American graduate students who wish
to enter at semester 5 or 7: Bachelor of Arts with spe-
cial strength in philosophy and theology corresponding
to the demands of Sapientia Christiana.

e Duration of study: for those entering at semester 1: ten
semesters; for US American graduate students entering
at semester 5 or 7: six or four semesters. One year of
preparatory coursework (called the Propaedeutic Year)
may be required at the discretion of the Dean of Stu-
dies.

o Subjects and hours: The following chart indicates how
subjects and hours are distributed over the ten seme-
sters, indicating also ECTS credits.

(Second Cycle) in theology designed to enable students
to teach theology in a major seminary or equivalent in-
stitution and to participate in theological debate as
scholars in their own right. It entails the advancement
of academic research and inquiry in theology, concen-
trating in one area of theology through a thesis and /ectio
coram. Our STL program offers the opportunity to dee-
pen one’s understanding of theology as a unified whole
and it offers several areas of concentration such as:

- Sacred Scripture (especially Jewish interpretive
traditions)

- Systematic theology (especially the study of St.
Thomas Aquinas)

- Theology of Marriage and the Family

- Eastern Christian theology

Odbyjectives: There are several particular objectives of the
STL program. It seeks to provide an environment
where a student has sufficient time to engage in a tho-
rough inquiry into a theological matter. It is structured
to grant students the opportunity for personal, direct
and accessible advisement in their scholarly investiga-
tion. Another goal is to form an academic community
of researchers and writers in which each respective the-
sis writer can take part. Lastly, it hopes to open new
avenues of theological interest and inquiry.

Prerequisite for the Licentiate: First academic degree in
Theology (STB, STM, Mag.Theol., MDiv).

N.B. If the course of studies of this previous de-
gree differs substantially from that of ITI, the Ad-
missions Committee shall decide what Master level
courses of the Institute must be taken to provide a bet-
ter foundation for Licentiate studies.
